Dear Members and Friends of BUMC,

I want to thank all of you for your tremendous response to
this 10th “One Warm Coat” drive in memory of Amy
Dwyer. Amy passed away a little more than 9 years ago
and I realize that many of you did not know her. Let me
just say that Amy was always involved.

This year presented several new challenges but you still
produced and this year you donated 108 coats, 34 hats, 12
sweaters, 2 blankets, 35 scarves, 4 pair of warm socks and
61 pair of gloves. Many of the items were new!

The items collected at BUMC were donated to local or-
ganizations that serve the homeless and the less fortunate.
All of the children’s items
were donated to “Cradle to
Crayons” in Philadelphia
for distribution within their * -
program.
